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Food: 

ü You may bring snacks for the morning and afternoon. They should be easy to eat! 

• Parents, I would like to keep a small supply of extra snacks in the classroom. 

Donations of crackers, pretzels, granola bars and raisins would be appreciated. 
ü There is no lunchtime on Fridays because of the early release. Bring a snack!  

ü Please keep in mind the amount of waste your lunch produces. We have plastic, paper, 
and glass recycling, as well as a compost container, in our classroom.
